The new Chandler Grand Pavilion at Winches-
ter Park is ready to host area events. The new 7,500
sq. ft. pavilion had its grand opening on September
bth. Since that time the pavilion has been the setting
for fall baseball league activity, the Chandler Pow
Wow, a 5K Glow Run and a free concert with the
popular country hand, “Faster Horses”.

The Grand Pavilion was funded by the Chandler
Economic Development Corporation’s 1/2 cent sales
tax for $218,900 and $125,000 from the City of Chan-
dler’'s Park Projects account. The total cost of the
project was $343900. The pavilion which is sur-
rounded by baseball fields, a playground, a horseshoe
complex and a fishing pond makes it ideal for hosting

day for non-residents. The rental includes access to
100 chairs, 14 large folding tables, power, lights
and ceiling fans.

TROUT FISHING PROGRAM

A stocking of 2000 rainbow trout is expected during the first week of Decem-
ber at the fishing pond at Winchester Park. Donations from local sponsors and
a | for 1 match from Texas Parks and Wildlife have made this stocking possi-

ble.

Rainbow trout are from the salmon family and are very tasty to eat. They are
normally native to North America west of the Rockies. However, they do thrive in most bodies of freshwater
as long as the temperature remains cool. The trout are expected to do well in Winchester Pond until late

spring/early summer.

The statewide harvest regulation from Texas Parks & Wildlife for trout is 5 per day with no size limit and
Texas fishing license regulations must be followed. The trout can be caught on light tackle (4-6 Ib. test line)

using salmon eggs, whole-kernel corn, cheese or marshmallows. In the hatchery they are fed a pelleted ration
so anything that looks like pellets will work. There are some prepared baits made by Berkley that work good
and small spinner baits also work well. Those can be found at sporting goods stores as well as bait shops.
We encourage everyone to bring the whole family and come out and fish!
